Instructions For Filing A Petition For Permit To Operate 
And Maintain A Hazardous Liquid Pipeline

This form is to be used when filing a petition for permit for an existing hazardous liquid pipeline that was in operation prior to the enactment of Iowa Code Chapter 479B, for which the company does not hold a valid permit with the state of Iowa.

On July 19, 1993, in Kinley Corporation v. Iowa Utilities Board, Eighth Circuit Court of Appeals No. 92-2063, the Court rendered all hazardous liquid pipeline permits issued in Iowa void and left hazardous liquid pipeline companies without a way to obtain eminent domain.  In response, Iowa Code chapter 479B was enacted during the 1995 Regular Session of the Seventy-sixth General Assembly.  Iowa Code chapter 479B grants the Utilities Board, among other things, the authority to issue permits and to grant the right of eminent domain where necessary.  Since all existing permits were voided by the Court, Iowa Code § 479B.4 authorizes the Board to issue a new permit to any pipeline company currently owning or operating a hazardous liquid pipeline or underground storage facility upon supplying the information as provided for in § 479B.5(1-5) and meeting the financial requirements of § 479B.13.  Pipeline companies must file a petition for each hazardous liquid pipeline or underground storage facility in the State of Iowa so a permit may be issued.

Rules regarding filing a petition for permit for interstate hazardous liquid pipelines and underground storage are found in 199 IAC chapter 13.  General filing rules are found in 199 IAC chapter 7.  Rules regarding electronic filing with the Iowa Utilities Board are found in 199 IAC chapter 14.

The petition and exhibits must be filed with the Iowa Utilities Board by uploading a document or collection of documents into the Iowa Utilities Board’s electronic filing system at https://efs.iowa.gov/efs/.  

Until June 30, 2009, filers must provide the Board with one paper copy of each document that is filed electronically.  See 199 IAC 14.8(2) and “Order Extending Requirement To Provide Paper Copy of Electronic Filings” issued March 30, 2009.

If any map, drawing or oversized document cannot be printed on 11x17 inch or smaller-sized paper in legible and usable form, an original plus four paper copies must be filed in addition to the electronic copy.  See 199 IAC 14.8(1).
